Verwandtschaft bei Primaten:
Definition Verwandtschaft: “Recognition of relationships based on
descent or marriage“!

Fox (1975, 1980): “His ingenious suggestion was that some types of primates have
adopted a rudimentary sort of "marriage"” pattern (which he terms "alliance") whereas
other types have adopted a rudimentary "descent" pattern, but that no primate species
exhibits both alliance and descent. His suggestion was that the two building blocks of
human kinship already exist among nonhuman primates; the uniquely human development
was merely to put the two elements, alliance and descent, together in one system.”
Welcher Prozess fiihrte zu dieser Kombination?

Human Evolution:
Fox: Hunting Hypothese vs. Gathering Hypothese

Gemadss der Hunting Hypothese veranderte sich alles mit der Jagd. Menschen brauchten
Werkzeug (Waffen) um zu jagen, dies fiihrte zu einem immer komplexeren Hirn, was
wiederum die Entwicklung besserer Waffen ermoglichte. Der aufrechte Gang wurde
gefordert, die Hinde mussten frei sein.

Die Gathering Hypothese sieht die Hauptnahrungsquelle der Homidien in den
gesammelten Friichten der Frauen. Werkzeuge wurden von Frauen entwickelt um
effizienter zu Sammeln und gleichzeitig die Kinder zu tragen.

Hunting Transition: ,By "hunting transition"” Fox meant not just that hominids began to
hunt in earnest with tools but that they began to develop a division of labor by sex. Each
sex specialized in what it was physically best able to do: Men went for hunting, women for
gathering.”?

Diese Transition flihrte zu einer grésseren Koordination zwischen den Geschlechtern,
damit der Austausch von Nahrung funktionierte. Es kam zu einer Art Handel.
